¢ Regulates rates for sludge flow, chemical feed, and air application by opening and closing valves and
gates.

e Informs supervisor of potential equipment problems.

Performs preventive maintenance and emergency repairs on plant equipment. Repairs and/or

replaces valves, pumps, and motors; operates portable pumps.

Operates trucks with plows during snow removal.

Read and interpret equipment manuals and maintenance charts.

Understand and follow written and verbal instructions.

Stand, walk, and handle tools, and open and close valves frequently; recline, climb, balance, bend,

crouch, twist, kneel, crawl, lift and carry up to 50 Ibs., push and pull metal gates weighing up to 100

Ibs., reach at all levels, and perform fine manipulation occasionally.
