GENERAL INFORMATION

The Upper Merion Township Police Department provides a full range of
police services on a 24-hour-a-day basis. The Department

services a geographical area of 16.7 square miles and is located

in Montgomery County which is approximately 20 miles northwest

of Philadelphia.

The Township is bordered by a 4.4 mile section of Route 76 (Schuylkill Expressway);
a 5.2 mile section of the Pennsylvania Turnpike; and a 2.2 mile section

of the County Line Expressway (Route 422), which are all patrolled by the
Pennsylvania State Police.

Historic Valley Forge National Park, being mainly in Upper Merion Township,

brings prestige and national recognition to the area.

Also located in the Township is a large industrial area and the King of

Prussia Plaza which is one of the largest shopping complexes in the country.

In addition to the industrial and business aspect of our community, we also

host three elementary schools, one middle school and one high school.

Although the resident population is 28,395 (2010 census) the commercial/transit/industrial
composition invites an estimated daytime population of over 200,000 people.

The Upper Merion Township Police Department is proud to provide our residents, visitors,
shoppers and workers with quality police services. We are truly a modern, dynamic community
and the Police Department reflects this personality.

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2011 COMMUNITY RELATIONS UNIT

Since the implementation of a full-time Community Relations Unit in March 1997,
the department has established a variety of programs to educate the

residents and the business community with regard to crime, drug prevention,
anti-terrorism and safety.

Community Policing remains active throughout the Township.
The department continues to utilize a digital fingerprinting and
photograph system to provide child identification packets.

D.A.R.E. (Drug Abuse Resistance Education)

D.A.R.E. is a collaborative program in which local law enforcement and schools
join together to educate students about the personal and social consequences
of substance abuse. The program is a 10 week series of classsroom lessons
instructed by police officers to 5th & 6th grade students.

The program focuses on providing the students with the skills to recognize

and resist the pressures that cause them to experiment with alcohol, tobacco
or other dangerous drugs.

D.A.R.E. instructors include Sgt. Charles Zadroga, Detective Brandy Faherty,
Officer Patrick Krouse & Detective Andrew Rathfon.

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l 911 HANG UP RESPONSES |

911 hang up responses occur when a caller contacts the Montgomery
County 911 center and hangs up before providing any information.
The caller's phone number and address are automatically displayed
on the County computer screen. If a County dispatcher is unable to
get an answer on call back, then the location data is transferred

to our department. Two officers are dispatched to the location

to check on the situation. The vast majority of 911 hang-up calls

turn out to be caused by accident, yet each one must be treated

as a potential emergency. The Police Department continues their
efforts to reduce nuisance locations for 911 hang up calls.
